
Developing  cooperation
between  universities  of

cooperation.
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As a result of the negotiations, a tripartite agreement on the
development of cooperation was signed by Guido Saracco, the
rector  of  Turin  Polytechnic  University  in  Italy,  Jamshid
Inoyatkhodjayev,  the  rector  of  the  Turin  Polytechnic
University in Tashkent and Oktam Salomov, the rector of the
Fergana Polytechnic Institute.
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Also, Tashkent University of Information Technologies, Fergana
Polytechnic  Institute  signed  a  cooperation  agreement  with
Turin Polytechnic University in Italy.
